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3rd grade - Enjoyable Reading!
The enjoyable reading program is designed for children who have completed the

acquisition of basic reading and writing skills in script and print writing.

This year, the focus will be on improving reading fluency and accuracy. Regarding
reading comprehension and writing, emphasis will be placed on answering questions
and following instructions. Children will read paragraphs, be exposed to various types of
texts, including video segments (visual and textual), and enhance their sentence writing
skills up to paragraphs, preparing for writing short passages.

Throughout the year, we will learn and celebrate holidays together. We will recall
customs, delve into the holiday's story, taste and create in the spirit of the holiday and
Israeli culture. We will also be introduced to Hebrew writers and poets, get to know
creators, and play games in Hebrew.

All these activities will align with the learning goals and deepen skills in the four
language aspects - reading, writing, listening, and speaking.

Program principals:

1. Use of innovative teaching materials supporting reading fluency, reading
comprehension, and various language skills.

2. Experiential learning through games, creation, storytelling, and singing.

3. Instructional aides in classrooms supporting language instruction.

4. Enrichment of Hebrew vocabulary through activities and reading passages in
workbooks, as well as through learning about holidays, the annual cycle, and seasons.
5. Holiday celebrations including the stories of the holidays, the holiday’s customs, and
festivities.

Program objectives at the end of the year:

1. Fluent and accurate oral reading of punctuated short reading passages.

2. Students will distinguish between informational text, activity text, song, and story.
3. Familiarity with instructions and question words in Hebrew.

4. Students will construct sentences and questions grammatically correctly.

5. Students will recognize details of holiday stories and their customs, including the
rationale behind some customs.
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6. Students will be familiar with two Israeli creators who wrote stories and/or poems
that contribute to our culture.

Typical lesson structure promoting program objectives:

The lesson begins with a warm-up activity related to the topic - a game or amusement
(crosswords, puzzles, quizzes, and more...).

Following that, a discussion on the lesson topic or topics from the children's world to
enrich vocabulary and formulate sentences and questions correctly.

During the lesson, a specific type of text is read, questions about reading
comprehension are answered, and writing activities following the text are carried out.
Linguistic skills are integrated through the text or linguistic tasks in worksheets. A
lesson topic is summarized through a game, song, or creation in Hebrew. During
holidays, the lesson structure varies according to the holiday celebration style in the
community.
