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Haverim Belvrit

The “Haverim Belvrit” (Friends in Hebrew) program is intended for children in Pre-
K that will celebrate their 5% birthday during the year. The children will enjoy a
yearly program that is immersed in Hebrew, is based on subjects from their own
world (friendships, family, nature, animals and more), seasons and holidays of the
year. Additional emphasis is place on introduction to the letters and the phonetics
of the words which will lead to the positive path the aleph bet. Often the weekly
topic will be connected to the letter of the week.

"The Friends in Hebrew" program is a yearly program consisting of 32 sessions,
each lasting 50 minutes.

Main Objectives Throughout the Year:

1. Improving spoken language and exposure to a Hebrew vocabulary different
from the daily vocabulary that some children are familiar with from home.

2. Familiarity with the Jewish calendar and Israeli culture through experiential
celebration of holidays, stories by Israeli authors, Israeli games, movement
songs, and creativity.

3. Familiarity with the sounds of the Hebrew Aleph-Bet - development of
phonological awareness.

4. Writing their name in Hebrew.

The lesson structure is designed to support the program's objectives:

Our letter of the week: The lesson begins with an activity around the table to
introduce the daily letter and words that start with the letter being taught.

Circle time: A fixed opening song and a check-in to see who is present today.
Description of the weather and the season today.

Lesson: Engagement with the letter and topic - linking to the opening activity,
word games, children bringing items that start with the letter. Then presenting
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the topic through a brief explanation tailored to the children for the weekly
subject, a song, visual aids, and more. Children review important words in each
topic.

Activity around the weekly topic: Card games or activities in the classroom related
to the topic, songs and movement, or a story dealing with the weekly content.

Lesson closure around the activity table: Creating something related to the lesson.

This program is a preparatory stage for "Journey in the Land of Letters" —
Mandatory Kindergarten in Emek - where they will learn the letters, their sounds,
reading, and writing.

Topics to be taught during the year:

General topics (some will be dedicated to a whole session, while others will be
integrated into sessions on other topics).
