RESPONSIBILITIES: 
• Review and approve camper and staff universal health form, immunization history, allergy 

action plan, asthma action plan, and/or seizure action plan prior to the start of camp to ensure 
all are current and in compliance. 

• Conduct inventory of supplies and place orders when necessary, ensuring timely arrival of 
supplies 

• Establish and follow appropriate medical routines including record keeping in the daily medical 
logs, disposal of medical waste, managing and safeguarding medication 

• Check and issue first-aid kits 
• Participate and lead specific areas of staff training pertaining to camp health and safety 
• Communicate regularly with Leadership Team regarding allergies and important health 

information regarding campers and staff. 
• Keep accident / incident reports that can be used for risk-management assessment 
• Monitor health of all staff and campers 
• Contact parents as necessary 
• Monitor / evaluate camp procedures, facilities and conditions and suggest modifications that 

would create more healthful conditions in the camp 
• Evaluate the camp season, including inventories, camper reports on health problems, and 

make recommendations for the following season

• Ability to monitor health care, maintain records, and implement health care plan 
• Current CPR and first aid certifications
